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Rebirth of Tun Tavern

Trying to rebuild
place where first
Marines enlisted

PHILADELPHIA — In a smokey,
Colonial tavern more than 218 years
ago, the Marine Corps was born. Cen-
turies later, a group of former Ma-
rines is trying to rebuild the
birthplace.

The Marine Corps Tun Tavern As-
sociation, a Philadelphia-based group,
is trying to raise about $1.5 million to
build a replica of historic Tun Tavern,
the place where the Corps’ first officer
and recruiter, Capt. Samuel Nicholas,
enlisted the first two battalions of
Continental Marines. .

More than 30 former Marines like
Ron Lankford, now a vice president of
Philadelphia’s Federal Reserve Bank,
are rallying the cause. They want to
rebuild Tun Tavern using original
construction plans, and turn the site
into a historic museum and fraternity
house for all Marines.

“It’s the one basic piece of our his-
tory that's missing. The birthplace,”
Lankford said. “We think it’s impor-
tant we' do something to honor that.
memory.”

While their goal is not unique — at
least two similar projects were started
then stalled in the past 20 years —
Lankford said the year-old group is
committed to erecting the building.
It’s already raised about $72,000 and
plans to start a nationwide direct-mail
campaign this fail.

The association is already seilmg ita
own Tun Tavern beer, a lager brew
that’s currently made and bottled by a
the association is negotiating to seil
the license to a national brewer,
which could help raise as much as
$100,000 in annual royalties — funds
that could be used to pay mainte-
nance costs for the tavern. The label
portrays a Continental Marine hoist-
ing a brew in front of Tun Tavern.

The site of the original Tun Tavern,
at the northeast corner of Tun Alley
and South Water Streets, now houses
a piling for the Delaware Valley
Bridge. The new tavern will be built
on city-owned land at the corner of
Dock and Second Streets about 15
blocks from City Hall. A building
foundation has al:eady been poured.

Once the tavern is built, Lankford
said officials plan to display Marine
Corps artifacts and memorabilia from
the Revolutionary War through De-
sert Storm. And for $75, Marines can
have their name, photograph and ser-
vice biography included in a comput-
er-operated display system.

“Twenty years after you retire, you
can bring your family to Tun Tavern
and tell them you own $75 of that
place,” he said. “And you'll have the
documents to prove it.”

While many involved with the pro-
Jject would like to see the reconstruct-
ed tavern become a bar and restau-
rant, Lankford said his group wants
to keep it a historic landmark.

“Different people want to do it dif-
ferent ways, but we see it as being the
historic birthplace of the United
States Marine Corps,” he said. How-
ever, Lankford said, once the money

has been raised, contributors will be
surveyed for their opinions.

This is not the first time former
Marines have tried to rebuild Tun
Tavern. More than one past effort
ended in failure. Complaints about
mismanagement and squandering of
donations by past groups still linger.
But Lankford remains undaunted,
and encourages potential contribu-
tors to have faith in the new group.

“There will be no questions about
propriety this time around,” he prom-
ised. The association has hired an in-
dependent accounting firm to oversee
all accounts. Lankford insists his mo-
tives are simple: love of his Corps:
“We're doing this for us — all Ma-
rines — and nothing else.”

Just as most Americans can trace
the nation’s birth to July 4, 1776, in
this historic city, so most any Marine
can do the same with the Corps,
which predates the Declaration of In-
dependence by more than seven
months. The date: Nov. 10, 1775. The
place: Tun Tavern.

“Everybody who has ever stepped
off the bus and onto the yellow foot-
prints at Parris [sland knows about
Tun Tavern,” Lankford said. “The
lore and legend of the Marine Corps
starts growing on you at once. This
building will help keep the passion
flowing.”

“Old Glory’’

The name “Old Glory” was first applied to the U.S. flag by a young sea captain who lived in
Salem, Mass. On his twenty-first birthday, March 17, 1824, Capt. William Driver was presented a
beautiful flag by his mother and a group of Salem girls. Driver was delighted with the gift. He
exclaimed, “I name her ‘Old Glory.”” Then Old Glory accompanied the captain on his many voy-
ages.

Captain Driver quit the sea in 1837. He settled in Nashville, Tenn. On patriotic days he
displayed Old Glory proudly from a rope extending from his house to a tree across the street. After
Tennessee seceded from the Union in 1861, Captain Driver hid Old Glory. He sewed the flag inside
a comforter. When Union soldiers entered Nashville on February 25, 1862, Driver removed Old
Glory from its hiding place. He carried the flag to the state capitol building and raised it

Shortly before his death, the old sea captain placed a small bundle into the arms of his daugh-
ter. He said to her, “Mary Jane, this is my ship flag, Old Glory. It has been my constant companion.
Ilove it as a mother loves her child. Cherish it as I have cherished it.”

The flag remained as a precious heirioom in the Driver family until 1922. Then it was sent to
the Smithsonian Institution in Washington, where it is carefully preserved under glass today.
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FREEDOMS

The Origins of Memorial Day

Three years after the Civil War ended, on
May 5, 1868, the head of an organization of
former Union soldiers and sailors — the Grand
Army of the Republic (GAR) — established
Decoration Day as a time for the nation to deco-
rate the graves of the war dead with flowers.
Maj. Gen. John A. Logan declared it should be
May 30. The first large observance was held
that year at Arlington National Cemetery, across
the Potomac River from Washington, D.C. The
cemetery already held the remains of 20,000
Union dead and several hundred Confederate
dead.

The ceremonies centered around the mourn-
ing-draped veranda of the Arlington mansion,
once the home of Gen. Robert E Lee. Gen. and
Mrs. Ulysses S. Grant and other Washington
officials presided. After speeches, children
from the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Orphan Home
and members of the GAR made their way
through the cemetery, strewing flowers on
both Union and Confederate graves, reciting
prayers and singing hymns.

Local Observances Claim To Be First

Local springtime tributes to the Civil War
dead already had been held in various places.
One of the first occurred in Columbus, Miss.,
April 25, 1866, when a group of women visited a
cemetery to decorate the graves of Confederate
soldiers who had fallen in battle at Shiloh.
Nearby were the graves of Union soldiers,

neglected because they were the enemy. Dis-
turbed at the sight of the bare graves, the
women placed some of their flowers on those
graves, as well.

Today cities in the North and the South claim
to be the birthplace of Memorial Day in 1866.
Both Macon and Columbus, Ga., claim the title, as
well as Richmond, Va. The village of Boalsburg,
Pa., claims it began there two years earlier. A
stone in a Carbondale, Ill., cemetery carries the
statement that the first Decoration Day cere-
mony took place there on April 29, 1866.
Carbondale was the wartime home of Gen.
Logan. Approximately 25 places have been
named in connection with the origin of Memo-
rial Day, many of them in the South where most
of the war dead were buried.

Official Birthplace Declared

In 1966, Congress and President Lyndon
Johnson declared Waterloo, N.Y., the “birth-
place” of Memorial Day. There a ceremony on
May 5, 1866, was reported to have honored local
soldiers and sailors who had fought in the Civil
War. Businesses closed and residents flew flags
at half-mast. Supporters of Waterloo’s claim say
earlier observances in other places were either
informal, not community-wide or one-time
events.

By the end of the 19th century, Memorial
Day ceremonies were being held on May 30
throughout the nation. State legislatures passed




proclamations designating the day. The Army
and Navy adopted regulations for proper obser-
vance at their facilities. It was not until after
World War I, however, that the day was ex-
panded to honor those who have died in all
American wars. In 1971 Memorial Day was
declared a national holiday by an act of Con-
gress, though it is still often called Decoration
Day. It was then also placed on the last Monday
in May, as were some other federal holidays.

Some States Have Confederate Observances

Many Southern states also have their own
days for honoring the Confederate dead. Mis-
sissippi celebrates Confederate Memorial Day
the last Monday of April, Alabama on the fourth
Monday of April, and Georgia on April 26. North
and South Carolina observe it May 10, Louisiana
on June 3 and Tennessee calls that date Confed-
erate Decoration Day. Texas celebrates Confed-
erate Heroes Day January 19 and Virginia calls
the last Monday in May Confederate Memorial
Day.

Gen. Logan’s order for his posts to decorate
graves in 1868 “with the choicest flowers of
springtime” urged: “We should guard their
graves with sacred vigilance. ... Let pleasant
paths invite the coming and going of reverent
visitors and fond mourners. Let no neglect, no
ravages of time, testify to the present or to the
coming generations that we have forgotten as a
people the cost of a free and undivided repub-
ne”*

The crowd attending the first Memorial Day
ceremony at Arlington National Cemetery was
approximately the same size as those that attend
today’s observance, about 5,000 people. Then,
as now, small American flags were placed on
each grave — a tradition followed at many
national cemeteries today. In recent years, the
custom has grown in many families to decorate
the graves of all departed loved ones.

The origins of special services to honor
those who die in war can be found in antiquity.
The Athenian leader Pericles offered a tribute
to the fallen heroes of the Peloponnesian War
over 24 centuries ago that could be applied

today to the 1.1 million Americans who have

died in the nation’s wars: “Not only are they

commemorated by columns and inscriptions,
but there dwells also an unwritten memorial of
them, graven not on stone but in the hearts of
men.”
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FREEDOMS

The 24-note melancholy bugle call known as
“taps” is thought to be a revision of a French bugle
signal, called “tattoo,” that notified soldiers to cease
an evening’s drinking and return to their garrisons. It
was sounded an hour before the final bugle call to end
the day by extinguishing fires and lights. The last five
measures of the tattoo resemble taps.

The word “taps” is an alteration of the obsolete
word “taptoo,” derived from the Dutch “taptoe.”
Taptoe was the command — “Tap toe!” — to shut
(“toe to”) the “tap” of a keg.

The revision that gave us present-day taps was
made during America’s Civil War by Union Gen.
Daniel Adams Butterfield, heading a brigade camped
at Harrison Landing, Va., near Richmond. Up to that
time, the U.S. Army’s infantry call to end the day was
the French final call, “L’Extinction des feux.” Gen.
Butterfield decided the “lights out” music was too
formal to signal the day’s end. One day in July 1862
he recalled the tattoo music and hummed a version of
it to an aide, who wrote it down in music. Butterfield
then asked the brigade bugler, Oliver W. Norton, to
play the notes and, after listening, lengthened and
shortened them while keeping his original melody.

The Story of Taps

He ordered Norton to play this new call at the
end of each day thereafter, instead of the regulation
call. The music was heard and appreciated by other
brigades, who asked for copies and adopted this bugle
call. It was even adopted by Confederate buglers.

This music was made the official Army bugle
call after the war, but not given the name “taps” until
1874.

The first time taps was played at a military
funeral may also have been in Virginia soon after
Butterfield composed it. Union Capt. John Tidball,
head of an artillery battery, ordered it played for the
burial of a cannoneer killed in action. Not wanting to
reveal the battery’s position in the woods to the enemy
nearby, Tidball substituted taps for the traditional
three rifle volleys fired over the grave. Taps was
played at the funeral of Confederate Gen. Stonewall
Jackson 10 months after it was composed. Army
infantry regulations by 1891 required taps to be played
at military funeral ceremonies.

Taps now is played by the military at burial
and memorial services, to accompany the lowering of
the flag and to signal the “lights out” command at
day’s end.
